REVISED PILOT SCHEME FOR

BOATS TARGETING MONKFISH.
The current Pilot Monkfish Scheme will expire on 31 January 2010.  A revised scheme will be put in place in the New Year.  The Department of Agriculture, Fisheries and Food invites applications from the owners of Irish registered fishing boats who are interested in participating in a revised pilot scheme for boats targeting monkfish.

Any new scheme established will allow participating boats higher monthly catch limits of monkfish but will limit catches of certain other species.  Participants must also stop all whitefish and pelagic fishing activity for a period of 28 days in the months June to September. However boats may fish for Albacore Tuna during these periods. Interested vessels must have a fully operational Vessel Monitoring System (VMS). Other restrictions may also apply.

The revised scheme will commence for 12 months from 1 February 2010. Final date for the receipt of applications is 5pm on Friday 8th January 2010.
