The EU is proposing a comprehensive reform and strengthening of the regulations for control and compliance of CFP rules. A whole lot of very significant changes are proposed, including lowering the margin of tolerance in logbooks to 5%, reducing the distance pelagic fish could be transported before weighing from 100km to 20km, bringing the length of vessel that VMS applies to down to 10 metres from 15 metres, counting recreational catches against national quotas and more. Lorcán Ó Cinnéide has made a detailed submission on behalf of FIF to the Minister and the Oireachtas Committee on European Scrutiny. IFPO will of course continue to voice our concerns in the EU at various levels, in co-operation with other POs.
